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The year 2008 was characterized by change, with our ambition being to renew
our business to meet the challenges of our customers. Utilizing the new knowledge
established in the organization through recruitment and acquisitions, we created
new concepts and further expanded our customer cooperation. In tangible terms, we
broadened our oƒering in the areas of communication, service, power and continuity.

Looking back, it is not difficult to understand why we succeeded in helping more
customers than ever before, despite a somewhat turbulent market in 2008. In the
past three years, the technological and information revolution has intensified with
incredible force. The way companies conduct business has changed, the way people
manage their professional and private lives has been altered and the way we interact
socially has been transformed.

The challenges faced by Swedish companies as a result of this change, with regard
to volume of information and stricter accessibility requirements, have significantly
boosted the level of awareness of continuity issues. At the same time, technological
trends that help us manage increased processor power and storage have been welcomed
with open arms. Guided by such industry terms as pue* and ppw**, we have been
able to help our customers become increasingly energy-efficient through dedicated
cooperation. As such, we were thrilled to award the prize for Green Data Center of
the Year to Tekniska Verken, a true role model.

An old saying at Coromatic holds truer today than ever before: the dependence
on IT services is increasing.

In summary, I would like to extend my sincerest thanks to our brilliant, hard-
working employees, to our sister companies throughout the Nordic region and, most
importantly, to our customers for their confidence in us. In Sweden alone, we delivered
60 new data centers and implemented 170 change projects. Thank you.

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Coromatic maintained its data center delivery rate. Coromatic is building
more data centers in Sweden than any other company and continues to deliver more
than one data center per week. In 2008, Coromatic AB implemented 170 projects,
including 60 complete data centers. This means that Coromatic has now established
more than 500 secure data centers throughout Sweden.

Entrusted with a number of assignments. In 2008, Coromatic AB was entrusted
with assignments from a number of major new and existing customers. Among the
companies that ordered data centers were Unisys, TDC, Vattenfall, Toyota Industries,
the Swedish Companies Registration Office, E.ON and Ericsson.

Beyond Sweden’s borders. In 2008, Coromatic AB implemented its largest
foreign project to date, delivering a complete data center to Parex Bank in Riga. The
year 2008 also marked Coromatic’s first year as part of Nordic IT security group
Coromatic Group, along with its sister companies Metric Power in Sweden, Metric AS
in Norway and Scanpocon in Denmark. Among other changes, this enabled Coromatic
AB to participate in the delivery of three data centers in Norway.

Gazelle race. Coromatic AB continued to grow in 2008. Net sales increased to
sek 332 million and profit improved 33 percent to sek 37.3 million. Coromatic
was named a “Gazelle Company” by the Swedish newspaper Dagens Industri, a title
bestowed on the fastest-growing companies in Sweden.

Green thumbs. In 2008, the IT industry truly began to realize that being green
can also be lucrative. Considerable interest was expressed in Coromatic’s energy-
efficiency services and some customers succeeded in cutting energy consumption in
their data centers by 50 percent with the company’s help.

2008 Green Data Center of the Year awarded to Tekniska Verken in Linköping.
The energy company Tekniska Verken became the first winner of the annual Green
Data Center of the Year competition, an award instituted by Coromatic. Tekniska
Verken was acknowledged for its eƒorts to reduce the energy consumption and envi-
 ronmental impact of its IT function and the company as a whole.

In-house communication expertise. The acquisition of systems integrator
1992 Network provided Coromatic’s customers with access to additional advanced
communication services in 2008. Following the merger, 1992 Network became an
independent business area under the name Communication, which further broadened
Coromatic’s overall oƒering.

Additional service. The number of permanent service customers rose to 560 during
the year. After year-end, Coromatic acquired TN Service, thereby further increasing
the number of service customers to more than 800. With Sweden’s strongest service
organization for data centers and physical IT security, Coromatic is able to assume
greater functional responsibility on behalf of its customers.

Co-location on the rise. One IT continuity oƒering that gained considerable
momentum in 2008 was co-location. Coromatic has now leased 300 rack facilities
to customers who prefer to lease space rather than build their own data centers.

A crisis does not have to be a disaster. Coromatic’s new Crisis Management
Center service was launched in the autumn in cooperation with Scandic Hotels. This
service, which is oƒered in subscription form, includes access to a crisis management
room that is fully stocked around the clock with all necessary equipment. The service
also includes one training session per year.

Best data center builder in Europe. Coromatic was named “Best All-rounder”
in the 2008 Emerson President’s Cup, a competition open to resellers of data center
equipment from Emerson and Liebert Power in Europe, the Middle East and Africa.
